Council Member
Pennino suggested that a letter be prepared for the Mayor's signature advising that work
is presently being planned for the subject area, and that the letter be forwarded to the
parents and the Lawrence School Parent-Teacher Association (PTA).

SUBJECT: Lockeford Street at Calaveras Street Intersection

At the April 7, 1999, City Council meeting, your petition (copy enclosed) regarding safety
concerns on Lockeford Street at Calaveras Street was referred to staff.

According to the Public Works Department, an adult crossing guard has been assigned to
this intersection by Lodi Unified School District since July 1994. An adult crossing guard
works similar to stop controls with the guard waiting for traffic gaps before stopping traffic
in all directions with a hand held stop sign. The Public Works Department will study the
intersection for stop sign controls. A request is also being sent to the Police Department
for increased enforcement at this intersection during the times children are going to and
from school.

An upcoming City project, the Central City Railroad Safety Improvement Project, will
include installing a traffic signal, with pedestrian push buttons, west of this location, at
Lockeford Street and Stockton Street. With this project, a fence will be installed along
Railroad Avenue at the tracks and a pedestrian crossing with gates will be installed
across the tracks at Central Avenue/Calaveras Street, pending State approval. In the
interim, the Public Works Department will be marking the crosswalk with longitudinal
lines (ladder design) for added visibility. Please have your spokesperson contact
Associate Traffic Engineer Paula Fernandez, at 333-6800, ext. 667, to discuss this
improvement and the stop control study.
