RECOMMENDATION: Council consideration and possible adoption of Resolution 
Amending the List of Boards, Commissions and City 
Employees and Officers subject to Conflict of Interest 
Reporting Requirements. 

The City Council, as the Code reviewing body, under the Political 
Reform Act must pursuant to California Government Code $37306.5 

periodically review and possibly update the City’s Conflict of Interest Code. The attached Resolution 
makes certain changes based on conditions occurring since the last update. 

BACKGROUND: 

The majority of the changes reflect little more than title changes of positions, addition of new positions or 
deletion of abolished positions. For example, in the Human Resources Department, a Management Analyst 
Trainee positions was added, the Risk Manager Position was deleted and the Human Resources Analyst 
became the Senior Human Resources Analyst. For Council’s convenience, the changes are reflected in 
underline/strikeout form in a draft resolution attached to this council communication. Other notable 
changes include: (1) transferring the Data Processing Manager from the Finance Department to the City 
Manager’s office to reflect the correct hierarchy; (2) promoting a City Manager’s Assistant to a 
Management Analyst in the City Manager’s office; (3) listing the new Streets Contract Administrator 
position in Public Works; and (4) title changes in the Electric Utility Department.

1. approve a rate, rule or regulation; 
2. adopt or enforce a law; 
3. issue, deny, suspend, or revoke any permit, license, application, certificate, 

approval, order or similar authorization or entitlement; 
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4. authorize the agency to enter into, modify, or renew a contract provided it is 
the type of contract which requires agency approval; 

5. grant agency approval to a contract which requires agency approval and in 
which the agency is a party or to the specifications for such a contract; 

6. grant agency approval to a plan, design, report, study or similar item; 
7. adopt, or grant agency approval of policies, standards, or guidelines for the 

agency, or for any subdivision thereof; or 
B. Serves in a staff capacity with the agency and in that capacity performs the same or 
substantially the same duties for the agency that would otherwise be performed by an 
individual holding a position specified in the agencies Conflict of Interest Code. 

The City Manager or his designee may determine in writing that a particular consultant, 
although a “designated position” is hired to perform a range of duties that are limited in scope 
and thus is not required to fully comply with the disclosure requirements described in this 
section. Such written determination shall include a description of the consultant’s duties and, 
based upon the description, a statement of the extent of the disclosure requirements. The City 
Manager or his designee’s determination is a public record and shall be retained for public 
inspection in the same manner and location as this Conflict of Interest Code.

4. authorize the agency to enter into, modify, or renew a contract provided it is 

the type of contract which requires agency approval;

6. grant agency approval to a plan, design, report, study or similar item; 
7. adopt, or grant agency approval of policies, standards, or guidelines for the

The City Manager or his designee may determine in writing that a particular consultant, 
although a “designated position” is hired to perform a range of duties that are limited in scope 
and thus is not required to fully comply with the disclosure requirements described in this 
section. Such written determination shall include a description of the consultant’s duties and, 
based upon the description, a statement of the extent of the disclosure requirements. The City 
Manager or his designee’s determination is a public record and shall be retained for public 
inspection in the same manner and location as this Conflict of Interest Code.
