RECOMMENDED ACTION: That the City Council review Senate Bill 1717 concerning non-contiguous
municipal annexations and adopt a resolution opposing the bill.
BACKGROUND INFORMATION: Senator Machado recently introduced Senate Bill 1717 which would
modify State Law pertaining to municipal annexations. The bill
would affect the City's annexed property at White Slough. A copy of
the bill is attached with new language shown in italics.
As introduced, the bill appears to prohibit the City's current agricultural and potential power plant leases
unless the property was deannexed. If that were to occur, while we could still own the land, the City
would a) lose land use approval authority over that property and become subject to County rule; and b)
pay property tax on the property. For example, under County rule, the City would not be allowed to
apply biosolids to the land. Obviously this is of concern to the City of Lodi and the issue of local control
is also of importance. According to the Senator's staff, the issue of a City's annexing property for one
purpose, then later changing the use, is of concern, not just in this area, but statewide.
Staff will make a more detailed presentation on the bill at the City Council meeting.

BILL TEXT

INTRODUCED BY Senator Machado
FEBRUARY 21, 2002

An act to amend Section 56742 of the Government Code, reiating to
city annexations.

LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL'S DIGEST

SB 1717, as introduced, Machado. City annexations,

Under existing law, upon approval of the local agency formation
commission, a city may annex noncontiguous territory not exceeding
300 acres, located in the same county, that the city owns and uses
for municipal purpcses. If, after the annexation, the city sells all
or part of that territory, the territory no longer owned by the city
ceases to be part of the city.

This bill wculd provide that territory annexed in this manner that
is subsequently leased by the city for rnonmunicipal uses shall cease
to be part of the city.

Vote: majority. Appropriation: no. Fiscal committee: no.
State-mandated lccal program: no.

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA DO EZNACT AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Section 56742 of the Government Code is amended to
read:

56742. DNotwithstanding Section 56741, upon approval of the
commission a city may annex noncontiguous territory not exceeding 300
acres in area, which is located in the same county as that in which
the city is situated, and which is owned by the city and is being
used for municipal purposes at the time commission proceedings are
initiated. 1If, after the completion of the annexation, the city
sells that territory or any part of that territory, or Ieases
that territory or any part of that territcry for nonmunicipal uses,

all of the territcry which is no longer owned by the city

, or which has been leased by the city, shall cease to be a
part of the city. Territeory which is usea by a city for reclamation,
disposal, and stcorage of treated wastewater may be annexed to the
city pursuant to this section without limitzation as tc the size of
the area encompassed within the territory so annexea.

Zf territory is annexed pursuant to this section, the arnexing
city may not annex any territory not owned by the city and not
contiguous to the city, althouch the territory is contiguous to the
territory annexed pursuant tc this section.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this section, a city which
annexes territory pursuant to this section may annex additional
territery irn the same county as that in which the city is situated
which 1s owned by the United States government or the State of
California and which is contiguous to the first-annexed territory if
the total acreage of the first-annexed and the subsequently annexed

territory together does not exceed 300 acres in area. If after the
completion of the subsequent annexation, the city sells all or any
part of the first-annexed territory, the subsequently annexed

territory shall cease to be part of the city if the subsequently
annexed territory is no longer contiguous to territory cwned by the



city.

When territory ceases to be part of a city pursuant to this
section, the legislative body of the city shall adopt a resolution
confirming the detachment. The resolution shall describe the
detached territory and shall be accompanied by a map indicating the
territory. Immediately upon adoption of the resolution, the city
clerk shall make any filing required by Chapter 8 (comrencing with
Section 57200) of Part 4.

If territory annexed to a city pursuant to this section becomes
contiguous to the city, the limitaticns imposed by this section shall
cease tc apply.

Senator Mike Machado is sponsoring Senate Bill 1717 to preclude a City like the City of Lodi from
considering the use of existing noncontiguous territory used to provide Municipal Waste Water
services with a joint venture like the Lodi ProStyle Sports Complex at Highway 12 and 1-5. As an
organization dedicated to helping children of the Lodi Unified School District we are in support of
this worthwhile idea although we have not yet concluded our review of the Environmental
documents and the business plan. We think it is entirely inappropriate for Senator Machado to be
preempting any City's opportunity to participate in a public private partnership like the ProStyle
Sports Complex. As we all know, the opportunity for additional youth activities and family
opportunities at a sports venue are critical to our children and our community concerning
delinquency, truancy and other issues that result in a drain of services on our society as children
become adults. We whole-heartedly support a Council Resolution to oppose the Senator Machado
bill.

As an organization, we look forward to the City's cpportunity to continue with its public hearing
process concerning the ProStyle Sports Complex and to bring this Project before the policy makers
for a fair consideration of its merits and value to our community without the limitations imposed by
SB1717.
