AGENDA TITLE: Adopt Resolution Accepting Development improvements at 312 and 
316 South Sacramento Street

RECOMMENDED ACTION: That the City Council adopt a resolution accepting the development 
improvements at 312 and 316 South Sacramento Street. 

Improvements at 312 and 316 South Sacramento Street have been 
completed in substantial conformance with the requirements of the 
Improvement Agreement between the City of Lodi and Vic Meyers, Inc., 
as approved by the City Council on January 7,2004, and as shown on 
Drawing No. 003DO58-01. 

Dedication of street right-of-way and installation of street improvements along the Sacramento Street 
street frontage were required as a condition of the building permit issuance. Since the developer 
replaced the majority of the curb, gutter and sidewalk fronting the subject's parcels, staff received Council 
approval to have Vic Meyers, Inc., widen the east side of Sacramento Street from the northerly boundary 
of the developer's property to Lodi Avenue. Upon acceptance of this project, the City will reimburse 
Vic Meyers. Inc., for the cost of the street improvements north of 312 South Sacramento Street. This 
reimbursement cost is $10,106.98.
