BACKGROUND INFORMATIO.. (n November 20, 1991 the City Council adopted Resolution _
No. 91-207 entitled, "A Resolution of the Lodi City Council
for Application to the San Joaquin County Local Agency
Formation Commission iIn the Matter of the Proposed "Towne

Ranch Addition* Including the Detachment of Certain Territory Within the Area

Proposed for Annexation to the City of Lodi".

Following a public hearing regarding the matter held on January 17, 1992 by the San
Joaquin County Local Agency Formation Commission, LAFCO adopted Resolution No. 845
approving the Towne Ranch Reorganization (LA*C0 24-91) Including Annexation to the
City of Lodi and Detachment from the Woodbridge Fire District, the Woodbridge
Irrigation District, the Yoodbridﬁe Water Users Conservation District, and the SJC
Resource Conservation District with conditions:

A copy of LAFCO Resolutfon No. 845 is attached marked Exhibit B.

a) The Towne Ranch Addition encompasses two parcels. 150 East Turner Road (APN
22-030-01) and 398 East Turner Road (APN 029-030-42). It contains 81.29
acres and is located at the southwest corner of Turner Road and Lower
Sacramento Road.

Earlier the City Council adopted Ordinance No. 1529 which prezoned 150 East Turner
Road and 398 East Turner Road to R-2, Single-Family Residential as requested by
Baumbach and Piazza, Inc. on behalf of Bruce Towne. The prezoning was required by
the san Joaquin Local Agency Formation Commission and is the first step in the
annexation/reorganization process.
