AGENBA TITLE: Adopt Resolution Authorizing the City Manager to Execute Mutual Aid 
Agreements with American Public Power Association, California Municipal 
Utilities Association and California Utilities Emergency Association (EUD) 

MEETING DATE: August 20,2008 

PREPARED BY: Electric Utility Director 

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Adopt a resolution authorizing the City Manager to enter into mutual 
aid agreements with American Public Power Association (APPA), 
California Municipal Utilities Association (CMUA) and California 
Utilities Emergency Association (CUEA). 

Mutual Aid Agreements provide the terms for organizations to assist 
each other when mutually agreeable. They are of particular benefit 
in speeding response to emergencies, but may also give us 

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: 

additional economical sources when we need to use a certain piece of equipment only occasionally. 
They may also provide some cost recovery for idle equipment we have that is needed for a time by 
another party. We have found three Mutual Aid Agreements that are available to us. 

Attachment 1 is the Mutual Aid Agreement coordinated by the American Public Power Association. The 
Agreement is explicit that aid is not contingent on an emergency or disaster. The Aiding Signatory 
provides assistance at its discretion upon request of the Requesting Signatory. The Requesting 
Signatory pays the Aiding Signatory's invoice for labor, equipment, and transportation at the Aiding 
Signatory's reasonable and customary rates and for meal and lodging expenses at reasonable and actual 
costs. Parties include SMUD, Roseville, Alameda and Redding. There is no other cost just for entering 
into the Agreement. 

Attachment 2 is the Mutual Aid Agreement coordinated by the California Municipal Utilities Association. It 
is similar to the APPA Agreement, with the following key difference: it is intended for use in emergencies 
(though it doesn't explicitly bar aid at other times), reimbursement is at cost + lo%, and it has explicit 
provisions to clarify matters of liability and indemnification. Parties include Alameda, Palo Alto and Santa 
Clara. There is no other cost just for entering into the Agreement. 

Attachment 3 is the Mutual Aid Agreement of the California Utilities Emergency Association coordinated 
by the California Office of Emergency Services. It is similar to the APPA Agreement except that 
requesting aid requires the description of an emergency and the Agreement adds more detail in matters 
such as liability, arbitration and audit rights. Parties include PGBE, SMUD, MID, Palo Alto, Redding, 
Roseville and Santa Clara. The cost to belong to CUEA is currently $4.35/year per million of Operating 
Revenue, with a $500/year minimum (and $40,000 maximum, that affects PG&E, Southern California 
Edison (SCE) and the like). CUEA also provides certain free training and would provide services to the 
water and wastewater utilities, as well as electric.

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The proposed resolution would authorize the City Manager to execute all three Mutual Aid Agreements 
and authorize the Electric Utility Director or hislher designee to administer them, subject (in the absence 
of an emergency) to budget limitations. 

FISCAL IMPACT: Minimum $500 per year for the CUEA Agreement, if aid is not requested. If 
requesting assistance without an emergency, use is limited by adopted budget 
constraints. If providing assistance, use may provide revenue to defray fixed costs.

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MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT 
In consideration of the mutual commitments given herein, each of the Signatories to this 
Mutual Aid Agreement agrees to render aid to any of the other Signatories as follows: 

1.) Request for aid. The Requesting Signatory agrees to make its request in writing to the 
Aiding Signatory within a reasonable time after aid is needed and with reasonable 
specificity. The Requesting Signatory agrees to compensate the Aiding Signatory as 
specified in this Agreement and in other agreements that may be in effect between the 
Requesting and Aiding Signatories. 

2.) Discretionary rendering of aid. Rendering of aid is entirely at the discretion of the 
Aiding Signatory. The agreement to render aid is expressly not contingent upon a 
declaration of a major disaster or emergency by the federal government or upon 
receiving federal funds. 

3.) Invoice to the Reauesting Si_rmatory. Within 90 days of the return to the home work 
station of all labor and equipment of the Aiding Signatory, the Aiding Signatory shall 
submit to the Requesting Signatory an invoice of all charges related to the aid provided 
pursuant to this Agreement. The invoice shall contain only charges related to the aid 
provided pursuant to this Agreement. 

4.) Charges to the Requesting Signatory. Charges to the Requesting Signatory from the 
Aiding Signatory shall be as follows: 

a.) Labor force. Charges for labor force shall be in accordance with the Aiding 
Signatory's standard practices. 

b.) Equipment. Charges for equipment, such as bucket trucks, digger derricks, and 
other special equipment used by the Aiding Signatory, shall be at the reasonable 
and customary rates for such equipment in the Aiding Signatory's location. 

c.) Transportation. The Aiding Signatory shall transport needed personnel and 
equipment by reasonable and customary means and shall charge reasonable and 
customary rates for such transportation. 

d.) Meals, lodging and other related expenses. Charges for meals, lodging and other 
expenses related to the provision of aid pursuant to this Agreement shall be the 
reasonable and actual costs incurred by the Aiding Signatory. 

5.) Counterparts. The Signatories may execute this Mutual Aid Agreement in one or more 
counterparts, with each counterpart being deemed an original Agreement, but with all 
counterparts being considered one Agreement. 

6.) Execution. Each party hereto has read, agreed to and executed this Mutual Aid 
Agreement on the date indicated.

Agreement may be referred to herein collectively as the "Parties" or 
indiviaually as a "Party. 'I 

The siqnatories to this 

R E C I T A L S: 

Each of the Parties hereto is engaged in the produczion, 
acquisition, transmission and distribution of electricity within 
their respective boundaries, and the operation of similar 
facilities for such purpose; and 

Each of the Parties has the power and duty to operate and 
maintain their respective facilities in good condition, and eacb 
employs skilled personnel and uses parts and equipment to 
repair and maintain such facilities; and 

Severe brezdcdowns or other emergencies may arise in the 
operation of such facilities, in the normal cowse of operations, or 
by an act of God or civil disobedience, or war, requiring immediate 
correction and repair for which a Party hereto may have insufficient 
personnel, equipment or material to make such immediate repair; and 

The Parties each have power to enter into contracts for 
the maintenance and repair of its facilities, and it is in the 
best interests of the public and the Parties to enter into this 
Agreement, as exemplified and authorized by the California Emergency 
Services Act, California Government Code Sections 8550 et sea.; 

AGREEKENT PROVISIONS: 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants herein 
contained, the Parties do agree as follows: 

1. In the event of an emergency as defined in Government Code 
Section 8558 or local laws requiring repair or other corrective 
action to be taken immediately to protect life, property or 
facilities withbr. the ]urisdicrional boundaries of any Party, the 
Designated Representative of such Party may call on any o r  ail of 
the other Parties for.assistance by way of personnel, equipment and 
material. Such requests may take the form of general need o r  
requirements for individual specific crafts or job titles. 

2 .  When request for assistance is received, the Party which 
responds (herein the "Responding Party") shall promptly advise of 
the extent of response, and provide whatever personnel, emiument, 
andfor facilities can be provided without jeopardizing the skfety of 
persons or property within its jurisdiction. No Party receiving a 
request for assistance shall be under any obligation to provide 
assistance or incur any liability for not complying with the 
request. 

3 .  When the Respoxding Party's personnel, equipment, and/or 
facilities are no longer required or when Responding-Party advises 
that its resouces are required within its own jurisdiction, the 
Party requesting assistance (herein the "Requesting Party") shall 
immediately arrange for the return of those resources. 

4 .  Requesting Party shall be responsible f o r  the safekeeping 
Of the resources provided by the Responding Party. 
shall remain in charge of the incident or Occurrence and shall 
provide ccntrol and direction to all resources provided by the 
Responding Party. The request may include providing supervisory 
personnel to take direct charge of the resources under the general 
direction of the Requesting Party. Requesting Party shall make 
arrangements for medical care, housing and feeding, assisting 
personnel, fueling, servicing, and repair of equipment if such 
support is requested by Responding Party. 

Requesting ?arty 

Requesting Party agrees to pay Responding Party's total 
costs plus ten percent (10%) incurred as a result of providing 
assistance pursuant to this Agreement, based upon standard rates 
applicable to Responding Party's internal operations. "Total costs" 
include direct labor, direct material, direct equipment and 
applicable expenses at Requesting Party's site and en route to and 
from Requesting Partycs site. Payment shall be made within sixty 
( 6 0 )  days after receipt of a detailed invoice. Requesting Party 
shall noc assume any liability for the direct payment of any salary 
or wages to any officer or employee of Responding Party. 

Responding Party s h a l l  both keep account records of the personnel, 
equipment, and materials provided as required by Federal and State 
(NDAA) and FEN,& cjuidelines to maximize the possibility of redera1 
and State disaster reimbursement. Each Party shall have access to 
the other Partyis records for this purpose.

Any controversy or claim between the Parties hereto 
arising out of or relating to this Agreement, or the breach thereof, 
shall be settled by arbitration in accordance with the Rules of the 
American Arbitration Association and judgment on the award rendered 
by the arbitrator(s) may be entered in any court having jurisdiction 
thereof. 

11. Nothing in this Agreement is intended or shall be 
construed to abrogate, waive, or to operate in any manner so as to 
diminish the privileges and immunities conferred upon the Parties, 
their officers, agents and employees by the California Tort Claims 
Act (California Government Code Sections 800 et seq.), the 
California Emergency Services Act (California Government Code 
Sections 8550 et s e q . )  or any other provision of law. The Parties 
intend that the provisions of Goverment Code Section 8656 shall 
govern pursuant to this Agreement as if this statute were at all 
times in effect and applicable hereto. 

12. This Agreement may be executed in any number of 
counterparts, and each executed counterpart shall have the same 
force and effect as an original instrument and as if all the Parties 
to all of the counterparts had signed the same instrument. 

IN WITNESS WIEPEOF, each Party has executed a counterpart of 
this Agreement with the approval of its governing body, and 
represents and warrants that the Party has all requisite authority, 
and has duly agreed to be bound by all of the terms and conditions 
Of this Agreement.

Assistance: Includes all arrangements and preparation for and the actual

Dcmobilization: The actual rcturning of all Assistance resources to the Assisting

employees of any Party. or to the environment; (b) material loss to property; or (c) 
a detrimental effect on thc reliability of any Party’s electric or natural gas systcm. 
The Emergency may be confined to the utility infrdstructure or may includc 
community-wide damage and cmergcncy response. An Emergency may be a 
natural or human caused event. 

Mobilization: Thc actual collecting, assigning, preparing and transparting of all 
Assistance resourccs. 

Mulual Assistance Liaison: The person(s) designated by the Requcsting Party, 
and Assisting Party, to coordinate all administrative requirements of thc 
Agreement.

MUTUAL ASSISTANCE AGREEMENT 
JElectric and Natural Gas) 

PARTIES 

This Mutual Assistance Agreement (hereinafter r ePmd to as “Agreement”) is made and 
entered into effective Septcrnber 15, 2005. Each Patty is, and at all times it rcmains a 
Party. shall be a membcr in good standing of the California Utilities Emcrgency 
Association. Each of the parties that has cxccuted this Agreement may hereinafter be 
referred to individually as “Party” and collectively as “Parties.” ‘Thc Parties to this 
Agreement are listed in Attachmcnt “A” hereto. 

RECITALS 

This Agreemcnt is made with refercnce to the following facts, among others:

Certain ofthe Parties to this Agrcement entcrcd into a prior agreement (“Prior 
Agreement”) dated January 15, I999 to provide one another with mutual 
assistance. This Prior Ageement set forth procedures governing the 
requesting and providing of assistance in the restoration of electric and/or 
natural gas service. It is the intention of  the Parties that this new Ageement, 
when signed by the Parties shall be effective for requesting or providing 
Assistance for the restoration of electric service following natural or mm- 
made Emergencies which may occur on or aftcr thc date on which each of the 
Parties involved in the requesting or providing of Assistance signcd this 
Agreement. IJpon execution of this Agreement the Prior Agreement shall 
terminate. except that any rights or obligations which arose under the Prior 
Agreement shall remain unafrected by this new Agreement. Upon satisfaction 
of any such rights or obligations, the Prior Agrcemenl shall be of no further 
validity or effect. 

Being a Party to this Agreement does not by itself assure any Party that 
Assistance will be provided if, when or as requested. Each Party reserves 
thc sole right to respond or not to respond to requests for Assistance on a 
case-by-case back Hy signing this Agreement, each Party thereby agrccs 
that any Assistance which is rcccived or given upon the rcquest oTa Party 
to this Agreement shall be subject to each and evcry one of the tcrms and 
conditions of this Agreement. 

The Parties own, operate and maintain electric and/or natural gas utility 
facilities and arc engaged in the production, acquisition, transmission, and 
I or distribution of ektricity or natural gas.

Each of the Parties operates and maintains their respective facilities within 
accepted induslry practiccs and employs skilled and Qualified p e r s o ~ e l  to 
operate, rcpair and maintain such facilities according to such industry 
practiccs. 

It is in the mutual interest of the Parties to be prepared to provide for 
Emergency repair and rcstoration to such services, systems and facilities 
on a reciprocal basis. The purpose ofthis new Agreemcnt is to provide Ihc 
procedures under which one Party may request and rcceivc assistance from 
another Party. This new Agreement is also designed to allow a ncw Party 
to join in the Agreement by signing a copy of this Agreement following 
the giving of notice to the existing Parties purmant to Section 6.3 o f  this 
Agreement.

In the event of an Emergency affating the eltxtrical generation, electrical 
or natural gas transmission, disrribution, and/or related facilities owned or 
controlled by a Party, such Party (“Requesting Party”) may request another 
Party (”Assisting Party”) to provide Assistance. ‘The Assisting P q  shall, 
in its solc discretion, dttcrmine if it shall provide such Assistance. If the 
Assisting Party determines lo provide Assistance. such Assistance shall be 
provided in accordancc with the terms and conditions of this Agreement. 

Requests for Assistance may be made either verbally or in writing by thc 
Authorized Representative of the Requesting Party and shall bc directed to 
the Authorized Representative of the Assisting Party. Authorized 
Representatives of the Parties are identified in Attachment “B” hereto and 
shall be updated upon any change in such Authorized Represcntativc. 
Upon acceptance of a request for hsistance cither verbally or in writing, 
the Assisting Party shall respond with reasonable dispatch to the request in 
accordancc with information and instructions supplied by the Requesting 
Par@. All requests for Assistance shall follow the procedurm described in 
Attachment ”D”. The Requesting Party shall also follow the procedures 
set forth in Attachment “E” for Deactivation of Assistance. 

The Requesting Party shall provide the Assisting P w  with a dcscription 
of the work needed to addrcss the Emergency, with the most w e n t  needs 
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for Assistance addressed first. If the request is not based on a lack of 
resources, such infomution must be stated in the request. The Assisting 
Party shall use its redsondbk efforts to schedule thc Assistance in 
accordance with the Rcquesting Party’s request. However, the Assisting 
Party reserves the right to recall any and all personnel, material, 
Equipment, supplies, and/or tools at any time that the Assisting Party 
determines ncccssary for its own operations. Any Requesting Party for 
whom an Operator Qualification (OQ) Program andor Drug and Alcohol 
Program under 49 CFR Parts 192 and 199 respectively, is required should 
pre-screen the other Parties to this Agreement to determine which Parties 
have compatible regulatory agency accepted programs and may therefore 
be contacted for assistance. Parties to this agrermcnt agree to make their 
programs and relatcd records available for review to assist in the prc- 
screening. 

The Requesting Party will provide the namc and contact information for 
the pcrson(s) designated as the Mutual Assistance Liaison(s), the 
Operations Liaison(s) described in Section 3.18, and person(s) to be 
designatcd as supervisory personnel to accompany the crews and 
Equipment. The Assisting Paty  will provide the name(s) and contact 
information for the person(s) designated to be thc Mutual Assistance 
Liaison and the Operations I.iaison(s). 

All Reasonable Costs and Expenses associatcd with the furnishing of 
Assistance shall be the responsibility of the Requesling Party and deemed 
to have commenced when thc Requesting Party officially authorizcs the 
Assisting Party to proceed with Mobiliration of the personnel and 
Equipment necessary to furnish Assistance, and shall be deemed to have 
terminated &er Dcmobilization when the transportation of Assisting Party 
personnel and Equipment returns to the work hcadquarters, individual 
district office, or home (to which such personnel are assigned for 
personnel returning at other than regular working hours) is complctcd.

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WHEREAS, the City of Lodi Electric Utility may be benefited by requesting or 
providing aid to other utilities; and 

WHEREAS, three Mutual Aid Agreements are available to the City of Lodi, as 
follows: 

1) The first Mutual Aid Agreement is coordinated by the American Public 
Power Association (APPA), which Agreement is explicit in that aid is not 
contingent on an emergency or disaster. The Aiding Signatory provides 
assistance at its discretion upon request of the Requesting Signatory. 
The Requesting Signatory pays the Aiding Signatory’s invoice for labor, 
equipment, and transportation at the Aiding Signatory’s reasonable and 
customary rates and for meal and lodging expenses at reasonable and 
actual costs. Parties include Sacramento Municipal Utility District 
(SMUD), Roseville, Alameda, and Redding. There is no other cost just 
for entering into the Agreement. 

The second Mutual Aid Agreement is coordinated by the California 
Municipal Utilities Association. It is similar to the APPA Agreement with 
the following key difference: it is intended for use in emergencies (though 
it does not explicitly bar aid at other times), reimbursement is at cost + 
lo%, and it has explicit provisions to clarify matters of liability and 
indemnification. Parties include Alameda, Palo Alto, and Santa Clara. 
There is no other cost just for entering into the Agreement. 

The third is a Mutual Aid Agreement of the California Utilities Emergency 
Association (CUEA) coordinated by the California Office of Emergency 
Services. It is similar to the APPA Agreement except that requesting aid 
requires the description of an emergency and the Agreement adds more 
detail in matters such as liability, arbitration and audit rights. Parties 
include Pacific Gas & Electric, SMUD, Modesto Irrigation District, Palo 
Alto, Redding, Roseville, and Santa Clara. The cost to belong to CUEA is 
currently $4.35/year per million of Operating Revenue, with a $500/year 
minimum (and $40,000 maximum, that affects PG&E, Southern California 
Edison, and the like). CUEA also provides certain free training and would 
provide services to the water and wastewater utilities, as well as electric.
