games played at that facility. The B.O.B.S. currently serve our youth programs at 
Kofu Park and Salas Park. V ? feel it is an excellent public relations arrangement that 
benefits both the City and me B.O.B.S. organization.

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this - day o f  

1992, by and between the CITY OF LOOI ("City"). and The Boosters o f  Boys 

and Girls Sports ("Concessionaire"). 

w I T N E S S E T H: 

Concessionaire agrees to operate concession stands at the 

below-described Park under the following terns and conditions: 

Area to be Serviced: 

Location : Zupo Park 

350 North Washington Street 

Lodi, California 
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City does hereby grant to Concessionaire the sole and exclusive 

rightllicense to vend food and drinks. etc. at the concession stands of the 

above-described Park. beginning March 5, 1992 and ending December 31. 1992. 

The City will provide:

1. Enclosed concession stands with some limited City-owned equipment 

which Concessionaire will be expected to service and maintain at 

Concessionaire's sole cost and expense. 

2. Water. sanitary sewer, gas. electricity, and garbage receptacles 

outside the concession buildings shall be provided by the City. 

3. Maintenance of the general property of the concessioi buildings, 

unless abuse and lack of general care is apparent, at whYch time the 

cost and expenditures shall be that of the Concessionaire.

Insurance 

Concessionaire i s  required to carry a policy of Comprehensive General

Facilities (6/91 (KE))". attached hereto as Exhibit A and 

incorporated herein by reference. 

Concessionaire shall save, keep and hold harmless the City of Lodi.

5. Concessionaire shall keep accurate records and books of accounts of 

all purchases and sales and does hereby give to the City or its 

authorized agents, the right to examine and dudit said books at any

Concessionaire shall keep the concession stands and the i k d i a t e  

surrounding areas in clean and FreSentable condition at all times and 

follow the strictest of sanitary conditions, and any State and local 

ordinances applicable to the business to be conducted. Concessionaire 

shall be responsible to give to the City. written notice of any 

maintenance problems. . 

The rights granted hereunder for concession sales at the identified 

park. shall be exclusive to Concessionaire. Subleasing by the 

Concessionaire will not be allowed in this contract. Concessionaire 

will have first right of refusal on all special events in providing 
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required food and beverage service. If Concessionaire relinquishes 

its rights under this paragraph, City shall be free to contract with 

any other Concessionaire of its choosing to provide contessions for 

such special event. 

10. Concessionaire is aware that a Possessory Interest Tax f s  or may be 

charged each year by the County Assessor for the use of the facilities 

and that this tax is the responsibility of the vendor. 

11. The Parks and Recreation Director and Concessionaire as mutually 

agreed upon shall approve or disapprove any employee or operator of 

said concession stands on a basis of such considerations as dress. 

general cleanliness, working relationship with public, and staff 

needed to successfully vend food for day to day operations, 

tournaments or special events/ac:ivities. (The City will coordinate 

this action with Concessionaire manager.) 

12. City reserves the right to enter upon the premises at ady reasonable 

time, to inspect the operation and equipment thereon, or for any other 

purpose. 

13. Concessionaire shall not have the right to sell, mrtgage, assign or 

sublet the contractlagreernent or any part thereof withmt the prior 

written consent of the City Manager, and a breach of this condition 

shall automatically terninate any contract or agreement between City 

and Concessionaire.

Concessionaire will be expected to surrender said concession premises 

in as good an order as that in which they would receive same. 

excepting ordinary wear and tear. O a m g e  to or mistreatment of the 

buildings or City equipment will be the responsibility of the 

Concessionaire to repair, replace. or reimburse for repair or 

replacement. 

16. The agremnt/contract m y  be terminated by written agreement of 

either party hereto without cause upon sixty (60) day's written notice 

to the other party. Such notice shall be delivered to the City 

Manager's Office, City Hall, 221 Uest Pine Street, Lodi. or to the 

Concessionaire at a premises which i s  subject to this agreement.

RISK TRANSFER REQUIREMENTS 
FOR LEASE OR USE OF CITY OF LODI FACILITIES 

1. Any individual party or group (hereinafter called Lessee) leasing, 
renting or otherwise using City of Lodi facilities, is required to 
carry a policy of Comprehensive General Liability insurance, and 
must complete a formal "Agreement Assuming Risk of injury Damage - 
Waiver and Release of Claims" form. Processing of applications is 
handled by the department responsible for the facility or 
equipment. 

A duplicate or certificate of insurance shall be ddlivered t3 the 
City prior to use of City facilities, as set forth herein. 

NOTE: Lessee agrees and stipulates that any insurance coverage 
provided to the City of Lodi shall provide for a claims period 
following termination of coverage which is at least consistent 
with the claims period or statutes of limitations found in the 
California Tort Claims Act (California Government Code 5 810 et 
seq.). 

"Claims made" coverage requiring the insured's to give notice of 
any potential liability during a time period shorter than that 
found in the Tort Claims Act shall be unacceptable. 

3. Each insurance certificate shall contain satisfaktory evidence 
that each carrier is required to give the City Of Lodi imnediate 
notice of the cancellation or reduction in coveragd of any policy 
during the effective period of the use of the City's facilities. 

4. Each insurance certificate shall state on its face or as an 
endorsement, the location of and a dcscription of the function 
that it is insuring. .

NOTE: Lessee agrees and s t i pu la tes  t h a t  any insurance coverage 
provided t o  the City o f  Lodi  s h a l l  provide f o r  a claims per iod 
fo l lowing termination o f  coverage which i s  a t  least  consistent  
with the claims per iod o r  statutes o f  l i m i t a t i o n s  found i n  the 
Ca l i f o rn ia  T o r t  Claims Act (Ca l i f o rn ia  Government Code 5 810 e t  
seq.). 

'Claims made" coverage requ i r i ng  the insured's t o  g ibe n o t i c e  of 
any po ten t ia l  l i a b i l i t y  dur ing a t ime  per iod shorter  than t h a t  
found i n  the Tor t  Claims Act s h a l l  be unacceptable. 

3. Each insurance c e r t i f i c a t e  s h a l l  contain s a t i s f a c t b y  evidence 
t h a t  each c a r r i e r  i s  requ i red t o  g ive  the City of Lodi  imnediate 
not ice  o f  the cance l la t ion  o r  reduct ion i n  coverage O f  any p o l i c y  
dur ing the e f f e c t i v e  per iod of the use o f  the C i t y ' s  f a c i l i t i e s .  

4. Each insurance c e r t i f i c a t e  s h a l l  s ta te  on i t s  face o r  as an 
endorsement, the locat ion o f  and a descr ip t ion  of the  funct ion 
t h a t  i t  i s  insuring. . 
I f  the C i t y  has no t  received the c e r t i f i c a t e  o f  insdrance w i t h i n  
seventy two (72) hours p r i o r  t o  the conmencement O f ,  any p o r t i o n  
of the function, the C i t y ' s  f a c i l i t i e s  w i l l  not  be a'llowed t o  be 
u t i l i z e d ,  and any contract  o r  agreement entered i n t o  w i l l  become 
n u l l  and void. 

6. Provided the lease agreement o r  contract  does ti04 p r o h i b i t  a 
subtenant, a l l  provis ions of these requirements s h a l l  'apply t o  and 
be construed as applying t o  any subtenant o f  the Lessee. 

7. A l l  requirements herein provided s h a l l  appear e i t h e r  i n  the body 
o f  the insurance p o l i c i e s  or as endorsements and s h a l l  
s p e c i f i c a l l y  b ind the insurance c a r r i e r .

I n  add i t ion  t o  the Addi t ional  Named Insured dndorsement on 
Lessee's p o l i c y  o f  insurance. sa id  insurance p o l i c y  s h a l l  be 
endorsed t o  include the fo l lowing language: 

"Such insurance as i s  af forded by the endordement f o r  the 
Addi t ional  Insured's s h a l l  apply as primary insurance. Any 
other insurance maintained by the City of Lodi o r  i t s  
o f f i c e r s  and employees s h a l l  be excess bn ly  and no t  
cont r ibu t ing w i t h  the coinsurance af forded by t h i s  
endorsement." 

The combined s ing le  l i m i t s  f o r  bod i l y  injury and property damage 
s h a l l  not  be less than $1,000,000 each occurrence. If alcohol  IS 
t o  be consumed o r  so ld  a t  the Lessee's event, then l i q u o r  
l i a b i l i t y  coverage - must be provided. 

The Po l icy  e f f e c t i v e  date and exp i ra t i on  date must coincide w i t h  
and span the date(s) o f  the event being insured. 

I f  the l i m i t s  o f  coverage are not  the amounts specidied i n  Section 
10 and 11 above, and/or i f  the City i s  not  naned a5 an a d d i t i o n a l  
insured on the c e r t i f i c a t e  o f  insurance, andlor if the c e r t i f i c a t e  
i s  a "claims made" c e r t i f i c a t e ,  not  i n  conf6rmance w i t h  the  
requirements o f  Paragraph 2 above, the C i t y  w i l l  no t  accept the  
c e r t i f i c a t e  o f  insurance, and a corrected c e r t i f i r a t e  o f  insurance 
must be furnished t o  the City p r i o r  t o  any o f  any City 
f a c i l i t y .  

I f  a cor rec t  insurance c e r t i f i c a t e  and "Agreement A suming Risk o f  
I n j u r y  Damage" i s  no t  received by the C i t y  of Lodl a t  l e a s t  72 
hours p r i o r  t o  the use of the C i t y  f a c i l i t i e s ,  the City w i l l  no t  

the C i t y  f a c i l i t i e s  t, be used, and any agreement or 
contract  entered i n t o  w i l l  become n u l l  and void. 

If the Lessee requires assistance i n  obtaintng af fordable 
insurance coverage which meets a l l  o f  the spec l f i ca t i ons  
enumerated above, the Assistant  t o  the C i t y  Manader can prov lde 
appropriate d i rec t ion.  
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
