It has been pointed out by the Sheriff"s office that to make the 5 MPH spe~d
limit enforceable, it will require an ordinance, which must also be submitted
to the California Department of Boating and Water Safety. If the Council
wishes to enforce the 5 MPH limit on Lodi Lake, it will be necessary to put in
place the attached ordinance.

ORDINANCE NO. 1553

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LODI
AMENDING CHAPTER 10.20 OF THE LODI MUNICIPAL CODE
BY ADDING THERETO A NEW SECTION 10.20.040
LIMITING SPEEDS OF BOATS ON LODI LAKE

BE 1T ORDAINED BY THE €xTY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LODI AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1. tedi  Municipal Code 10.20 - speed Regulations is hereby
amended by adding thereto a new Section 106.20.040 limiting speeds of

boats on Ledi Lake, to read as follows:

10.20.040 spe=d limit ofF boats on Lodi Lake.

It shall be prima facie unlawful for any person to
operate any boat, wvessel. or water instrument upon Lodi
Lake at a speed greater than Five miles per hour. The
Public Works Director is authorized and directed to erect
appropriate signs giving notice of such speed limit

(Harbors and Navigations Code Section Section 660).

SECTION 2. All ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict herewith

are repealed insofar as such conflict may exist.

SECTION 3. This ordinance shall be published one time in the "Lodi
News Sentinel”, a daily newspaper of general circulation printed and
published in the City of Lodi and shall be in force and take effect

thirty days from and after iIts passage and approval.
