SUBJECT: ADOPT RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE R E A L L O C A T I O N  AND REPROGRAMMING OF 
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK G R A N T  FUNDS FOR THE 1988-89 FISCAL YEAR 
(RES. )  

RECOMMENDED ACfION: The City approve and a d o p t  the following reallocation and 
reprogramming o f  Community Development Block Gran t  funds for the 1988-89 fiscal  
year (as  shown on the attached project summary). 

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: On Friday, February 5 ,  1988 the President signed the 
Housing and Ccmmunity Development Act of 1987. The legislation provides $2.8 
billion f o r  the Community Development Block Grant ( C D B G )  Program f o r  fiscal year 
1988-89. This amount reflects a 4.2 percent reduction from 1987-88 funding 
levels. Also, the a d d i t i o n  of new entitlement communities and the use of 1986 
p o p u l a t i o n  estimates has caused a further reduction of  g r a n t  funds for individual 
communities. Overall reductions were approximately five percent. The allocation 
for the County of San Joaquin i s  92,182,000 and the City of Lodi's share i s  
5337,381. 

The new fiscal year for  the CDGB Program s t a r t s  July 1, 1988. The City of Lodi 
must adopt  the next year 's  CDGB budget a t  this  time. 

Following an audit on the CDGB books, we have confirmed that  several completed 
projects s t i l l  have balances in their respective accounts. Since no further 
drawdowns can be expected from these accounts, the monies in them can be 
reprogrammed toward the 1988-89 program ye3r. Four such projects are l i s ted  on 
the attached project summary with the notation "project completed". 

The auditor has also informed us t h a t  we need t o  charge administrative salaries 
and costs t o  their respective accounts i n  t k  fiscal  year in which they were 
incurred. Previously, w 2  had no t  charged them t o  the current year accounts until 
the previous year accounts were reduced t o  a zero balance. The accounts have been 
corrected and the balances need t o  be reallocated o r  reprogramed since the fiscal 
year has ended. These three accounts are l i s ted  as "unused funds". 

For the time being, the Main Street  Economic Planning Program does n o t  appear t o  
be active. A Business Improvement Distr ict  (BID) has not  been established and i t  
doesn't appear likely i n  the immediate fl;ture. Main Street  can be funded i n  
future program years t h a t  are more appropriate. The ent i re  amount of $50,000 
should be reprogrammed towards the 1988-89 program projects. 

The Lodi Lake Restroom reallocation and reprogramming i s  explained a t  the bottom 
of the project summary. The proposed improvements t o  the restrooms were 
determined t o  include ineligible costs (such as deferred maintenance) which do not  
qualify for  CDBG assistance unless i t  i s  i n  the target  area.
