BACKGROUND INFORMATION: Beginning January 1989, Western Area Power Administration 
(i4APA) wil l  i n i t i a t e  formal development and public h e a r i n g  regarding power 
a l loca t ions  and renewal of  exis t ing  contract  l eve l s  of power marketed by WAPA t o  
agencies and c i t i e s ,  including the City o f  Lodi. The cont rac t  under which Lodi 
receives approximately 13.2 MW of WAPA a l loca ted  power ;xpires i n  1994 and i s  
subject  t o  a t  l e a s t  three changes: (1)  Renewal i n  to ta l  (2)  Renewal c f  only a 
FortSon of our present a l loca t ion ,  and/or ( 3 )  Renewal of our present a l l oca t ion  
and accumulation of additional low-cost WAPA power. 
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Lodi has an opportunity t o  j o i n  w i t h  other  c i t i e s  w i t h  power contracts  expiring i n  

addi t i on61 1 ow-cost WAPA power. 

These c i t i e s  have selected a consultant who wi l l  monitor WAPA ac t ions ,  he1 

j o i n t  s t ra tegy  and determine object ives  so a s  t o  b e s t  assur 
our WAPA a l loca t ion  while posi t ioning ourselves t o  o 

p s t ra tegy  and prepare technical testimony.
