CC-300 execution of a contract for the purchase o f  two Ford Taurus 

pol ice patrol vehicles and approving  appropriation of funds 
therefore from the 12 Equipment Fund. 

The Police Department currently has 18 Dodge Diplomat 
sedans in active service as p a t r o l  vehicles. When the City 
learned t h a t  the Diplomat would no longer be produced a f t e r  
1989, f ive  were purchased i n  1988 fo r  $10,211.61 each t o  
provide us w i t h  a n  adequate "reserve" of  vehicles 
anticipated t o  l a s t  t h r o u g h  f iscal  year 1991-92. Three of  
these were p u t  into service under the Dial-A-Ride program 
i n  November 1990 t o  meet t h a t  program's growing needs a n d  
t o  save money. As two other patrol sedans were re t i red ,  
they were replaced by the remaining 'lreserve" units. The 
l a s t  available unit has  now been placed i n t o  service. 

I n  the l a s t  year, a Police Vehicle Comnittee, comprised of 
representatives o f  the Pol ice and  Publ i c  Works Departments, 
has met numerous times t o  recornmend a replacement patrol 
sedan from the present makes and  models i n  production. O f  
the limited selection, the Committee's recommendation a t  
t h i s  time i s  the Ford Taurus a t  a price of $14,000 each. 
After l i gh t s ,  s i ren ,  r a d i o ,  and  special safety equipment 
are purchased and ins ta l led ,  the cost  per vehicle to ta l s  
$21,000. These two vehicles must be ordered now i n  order 
t o  meet the i r  replacement schedule.

The 
c o n t r a c t  has been completed i n  s u b s t a n t i a l  conformance wi th  
the plans and s p e c i f i c a t i o n s  approved by  the  City Counci l .  

The c o n t r a c t o r  coord ina ted  the  schedul ing o f  t h i s  p r o j e c t  
w i t h  the  work be ing  done i n  G r i f f i n  I n d u s t r i a l  Park. 
Claude C. Wood Company was gran ted  an ex tens ion  o f  t ime 
because o f  delays and slow progress i n  t h e  s u b d i v i s i o n  
work. The f i n a l  c o n t r a c t  p r i c e  was $157,172.01. The 
d i f fe rence between the  c o n t r a c t  amount and t h e  f i n a l  
c o n t r a c t  p r i c e  i s  ma in l y  due t o  increases i n  t h e  s t r e e t  
s t r u c t u r a l  s e c t i o n  due t o  poor s o i l  i n  the  subgrade. A 
change order  was a l s o  issued t o  i n s t a l l  a fence and a 
r e t a i n i n g  w a l l  a long the eas t  r i gh t -o f -way  o f  G u i l d  Avenue. 

The request t o  app rop r ia te  a d d i t i o n a l  funds w i l l  be made a t  
a l a t e r  date.

T ranspor ta t i on  f o r  t he  t r a f f i c  s igna l  t o  be i n s t a l l e d  a t  
Kettleman Lane (Highway 12) and M i l l s  Avenue. 

The City w i l l  be i n s t a l l i n g  t r a f f i c  s i g n a l s  a t  Kett leman 
Lane and M i l l s  Avenue us ing  Federal-Aid Urban (FAU) funds. 
This agreement covers the  shar ing  o f  cos ts  f o r  t he  
maintenance and energy used a t  the  s igna l  a f t e r  the  p r o j e c t  
has been completed. Under t h i s  agreement, t he  S ta te  w i l l  
f u r n i s h  a C a l i f o r n i a  Type 170 C o n t r o l l e r  Assembly f o r  t he  
p r o j e c t .  They w i l l  a l s o  pay 67% o f  t he  c o s t  t o  m a i n t a i n  
and operate the  e n t i r e  t r a f f i c  c o n t r o l  s i g n a l  system and 
l i g h t i n g  a t  t h i s  i n t e r s e c t i o n .  The S ta te  i s  paying 67% 
because t h i s  s i g n a l  w i l l  have o n l y  th ree  l e g s  and two of 
them a re  on Highway 12. Th is  agreement i s  s i m i l a r  t o  o t h e r  
agreements w i t h  t h e  S t a t e  t o  cover the  maintenance and 
opera t ion  o f  s i g n a l s  a long Highway 12.

Emergency v e h i c l e  pa rk ing  s t a l l s  on the  south  s i d e  o f  E l m  
S t r e e t  were prov ided f o r  use by F i r e  and P o l i c e  Department 
veh ic les .  Some o f  these pa rk ing  s t a l l s  were used by the  
F i r e  Prevent ion  Department. Recent ly t he  F i r e  Prevent ion  
Department o f f i c e  was re loca ted  f rom the  F i r e  S t a t i o n  t o  
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Emergency v e h i c l e  pa rk ing  s t a l l s  on t h e  south s ide  o f  E l m  
S t r e e t  were provided f o r  use by F i r e  and P o l i c e  Department 
veh ic les .  Some o f  these pa rk ing  s t a l l s  were used by t h e  
F i r e  Prevent ion Department. Recent ly t h e  F i r e  Prevent ion  
Department o f f i c e  was re loca ted  from the  F i r e  S t a t i o n  t o  
the  City-owned b u i l d i n g  on the  n o r t h  s i d e  o f  E l m  S t r e e t .  
Park ing  a t  t h i s  l o c a t i o n  i s  a v a i l a b l e  o n - s i t e  and a t  t h e  
E l m  S t r e e t  Park ing  Lo t .  The E l m  S t r e e t  Park ing  L o t  
con ta ins  41 park ing  s t a l l s  f o r  Ci ty v e h i c l e s  and Ci ty  
employee pe rm i t  pa rk ing  only. Fu ture  p lans  a r e  t o  add 
approximately four F i r e  Department o n l y  p a r k i n g  s t a l l s  t o  
t h i s  l o t .  

Rec omme nda t i  on : Due t o  the  r e l o c a t i o n  of t h e  F i r e  
P reven t ion  Department o f f i c e ,  two of t h e  e i g h t  emergency 
v e h i c l e  pa rk ing  s t a l l s  a re  no longer  needed. Based on t h i s  
and the need f o r  p u b l i c  park ing  i n  the  downtown area, s t a f f  
recommended t h a t  the  two emergency pa rk ing  s t a l l s  be 
m o d i f i e d  t o  two-hour parking.

RESOLUTION NO. 91-102 

CC-50( b )  Assistant City Manager Glenn reviewed a proposal t o  amend 
the contract for  Dial-A-Ride t h a t  he had received from Ray 
Neel, owner o f  the City Cab Company. I n  order t o  retain 
his drivers,  some sort o f  medical insurance program i s  a 
necessary, according t o  Mr. Glenn. 

Mr. Glenn indicated t h a t  he could not recomnend a built-in 
cost of living increase i n  perpetuity fo r  his drivers, b u t  
f e l t  a 5% cost o f  living adjustment i n  July 1991 i s  
appropr i  a te .  

Other costs likewise have increased so a ra te  increase i s  
n o t  o u t  of order. In order t o  provide a 5% salary increase 
a n d  provide the medical insurance program and cover 
additional costs,  a 8.25 per ride increase will provide 
suf f ic ien t  funds. 

The City 's  1991-92 TDA claim will include funds fo r  the 
requested telephone system. 

The vehicles Mr. Neel i s  suggesting are n o t  presently being 
manufactured. Mr. Callahan of the C i t y ' s  s t a f f  i s  working 
with Mr. Neel on the best choice of vehicles t o  purchase. 
The City w i l l  include f u n d s  in i t s  1991-92 claim t o  cover 
the purchase of additional vehicles. 

Council was respectfully requested t o  authorize th i s  
increase i n  reimbursement. The County has been alerted and 
an amendment t o  the agreement with the County t o  r e f l ec t  
t h i s  additional cost will be forthcoming. 

Discussion followed with questions being directed t o  Mr. 
Glenn.

READING SYSTEM

C C - 1 2 (  d )  As was presented a t  the Council Shirtsleeve Session on May 
CC-300 21,  1991, the 1990-91 Budget con ta ins  an appropriation of 

$43,790 fo r  the purchase of an electronic meter reading 
system including hardware, software, training, maintenance 
and s u p p o r t .  This system will be used by the Finance 
Department t o  increase efficiency and accuracy i n  the areas 
of meter reading and bil l ing.  

T h i s  project was budgeted i n  the 1989-90 Budget  b u t  was 
placed on hold pending the change in the City 's  computer 
system. The conversion t o  the AS-400 has begun, a n d  the 
purchase of this system i s  now appropriate. 

F o u r  vendors responded t o  the "Request for Proposal" 
( R F P ) .  A comnittee was formed t o  analyze the information 
received from the vendors. An Evaluation Summary was 
formulated based u p o n  the specifications required by the 
City. 

All proposals were evaluated based upon responses t o  the 
RFP and upon follow-up questions posed to the vendors a n d  
the i r  c l ien ts .  Telephone ca l l s  were also made t o  other 
u t i l i t i e s  which have installed these systems. 

The electronic meter reading system receiving the highest 
evaluation rating was I t r o n  Corporation. Staff rated the 
I t r o n  system higher t h a n  the other vendors i n  a l l  of the 
following areas: Vendor, Hardware Software 
Implementation a n d  Training, Maintenance and Support and 
Management Reporting. 

I t ron  demonstrated the highest conformance w i t h  the City 's  
RFP. I t r o n  i s  a u t i l i t y  oriented firm w i t h  an extensive 
c l i en t  l i s t  and  65 percent o f  the market for  electronic 
meter reading systems. The hand-held device f o r  th i s  
system i s  designed with the Meter Reader i n  mind .  S i n g l e  
key entry of information i s  emphasized which eliminates the 
need t o  memorize any codes. I t r o n  i s  the only vendor t h a t  
employs two levels of validity checks on meter readings. 
This firm has established a n  excellent reputation fo r  
implementation a n d  training as well as maintenance a n d  
support a f t e r  the purchase.. The Itron devices are the most 
easily adapted for  future expansion and enhancement t o  the 
City 's  existing meter reading system. 

An Annual Cost Savings and  Payback Time Frame as l i s t ed  
below was submitted for  Council review t o  a s s i s t  in the 
cost jus t i f ica t ion  process for  the electronic meter reading 
system. The P C  and  printer purchase from IBM Corporat ion 
i s  a separate cost. This purchase from IBM Corporation i s  
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i n  l i n e  w i t h  the o b j e c t i v e  of s t anda rd iz ing  the computer 
equipment i n  the Finance Department.
