however, i t  was learned t h a t  dead l ines  were l o n g  pas t .  

The Founding Committee r e a l i z e s  t h a t  t h i s  appeal i s  be ing  
made somewhat beyond t h e  usual  dead l ine  f o r  c i t y  budget 
reques ts ,  b u t  we r e s p e c t f u l l y  suggest t h a t  t h i s  chance t o  
e s t a b l i s h  another ou ts tand ing  per fo rming  group i n  Lod i  w i l l  
have m e r i t  enough f o r  t h e  requested f i n a n c i a l  ass i s tance  t o  
be granted.

On J u l y  7, I met w i t h  Rene Jackson the  deputy d i r e c t o r  f o r  
the newly formed Neighborhood Preservat ion U n i t  a t  San 
Joaquin County. Under Ms. Jackson's d i r e c t i o n ,  t h e  
Neighborhood Preservat ion U n i t  w i l l  admin i s te r  t he  Block 
Grant Program f o r  a l l  t h e  p a r t i c i p a t i n g  c i t i e s  i n  t h e  
County. A d d i t i o n a l l y ,  they have assumed t h e  
r e s p o n s i b i l i t i e s  o u t l i n e d  i n  our MOU f o r  the S ing le  Family 
Housing R e h a b i l i t a t i o n  Loan Program. 

Ms. Jackson i s  c u r r e n t l y  working w i t h  a s t a f f  o f  four,  
i n c l u d i n g  h e r s e l f ,  a secretary ,  and two housing 
r e h a b i l i t a t i o n  s p e c i a l i s t s .  She expects t o  h i r e  seven 
a d d i t i o n a l  s t a f f  people s h o r t l y .  

U n t i l  now, we have seen l i t t l e  apprec iab le progress i n  the  
rehab loan  program due t o  t h e  reo rgan iza t i on  a t  t he  
County. Ms. Jackson has i n d i c a t e d  t o  me t h a t  a l l  twelve o f  
t he  a p p l i c a t i o n s  f o r  rehab loans have now been reviewed; 
th ree  were deemed i n e l i g i b l e  and t h e  o the r  n i n e  a re  i n  
var ious stages o f  processing. We can expect t o  see the  
f i r s t  few rehab jobs  s t a r t  s h o r t l y .  

It i s  our  es t ima t ion  t h a t  these n i n e  loans w i l l  use up the  
funds a l l o c a t e d  f o r  t h i s  program i n  f i s c a l  year  1987-88 and 
t h a t  we can s t a r t  accept ing more a p p l i c a t i o n s  f o r  t h i s  
f i s c a l  y e a r ' s  funds."

Since the June 1 meeting, the Public Works Department has 
discussed the matter with Mr. Irvin Bender, one of tlqe 
owners of the one-foot s t r i p .  Mr. Bender f e e l s  t h a t  once 
the one-foot s t r i p s  become s t r e e t  r i g h t  of way, the two 
l o t s  a t  700 Willow Avenue and 701 Peach S t r e e t  could Ibe 
e a s i l y  parceled i n t o  two l o t s  each, or  the l o t s  rezoned 
from R-1 t o  R - 2  and duplexes constructed. Either o f  tlie 
above scenarios would be a considerable monetary gain t o  
the owners of the two l o t s  a t  the expense o f  the e a r l y  
developers who constructed the street and i n s t a l l e d  the 
u t i l i t i e s .  Mr. Bender i s  asking t h a t  i f  the City accepts 
the dedicat ion,  the owners of the one-foot s t r i p  be given 
some guarantee of return on t h e i r  investment should e i t h e r  
of these parcels  construct  an addi t ional  dwelling u n i t .  
Such a guarantee would be very d i f f i c u l t  t o  monitor in the 

fu ture ,  and i t  i s  highly unlikely t h a t  the  City could 
lega l ly  make such a commitment. 

Mr. Bender d i d  indicate  t h a t  should the Council determilie 
the City could n o t  maintain the one- foot  s t r i p  as  pr ivate  
property unt i l  the  adjacent property developed, t h a t  a 
compromise m i g h t  be t o  give the owners three years t o  malke 
f inanc ia l  arrangements w i t h  present property owners a n  
Peach and Willow. A t  the  end of three years ,  the City 
would accept the dedication regardless .  If the Council 
accepts the compromise, S ta f f  would recommend acceptance af 
Parcel C a t  t h i s  time because i t  i s  already developed. 
Then Parcels D ,  E ,  and F would be covered by the three year 
compromise.

I n t e r l a k e / L o d i  Fab, I nc .  had been n o t i f i e d  t h a t  s to rage o f  
m a t e r i a l  and re fuse  b i n s  was n o t  p e r m i t t e d  i n  t h e  p u b l i c  
r igh t -o f -way.  They have made an a t tempt  t o  r e l o c a t e  t h e i r  
m a t e r i a l s  and b ins  o u t  o f  t he  r i gh t -o f -way .  

I n t e r l a k e / L o d i  Fab, I n c .  i s  reques t i ng  permiss ion  t o  leave 
one b i n  on the  s t r e e t .  Th i s  i s  a 50 cub ic  y a r d  b i n  which 
I n t e r l a k e / L o d i  Fab, I nc .  leases  f rom C a l i f o r n i a  Waste 
Removal Systems. C a l i f o r n i a  Waste has an annual 
encroachment pe rm i t  f o r  t he  temporary placement o f  re fuse  
b ins  on Ci ty s t r e e t s .  The b i n  leased by I n t e r l a k e / L o d i  
Fab, I n c .  is n o t  covered by the  C a l i f o r n i a  Was,te 
encroachment permi t .  

I t  i s  f e l t  t h a t  t h e  approval  o f  t h i s  reques t  would s e t  a 
precedent f o r  a l l o w i n g  i n d u s t r i a l  and commercial businesses 
t o  s t o r e  m a t e r i a l  and b i n s  on t h e  s idewalk  and i n  t h e  
p u b l i c  r i gh t -o f -way .
