Notice thereof having been published i n  accordance 
w i t h  law, Mayor K i r s t en  c a l l e d  for pub l i c  hearing on 
the proposal to abandon a port ion o f  Sacramento S t r e e t  
a t  Tokay S t r e e t ,  
at  the Council meeting of August 18, 1965 as a means 
of g e t t i n g  a cor rec t ed  deed from Mrs. Inez Huppert f o r  
the Sacramento S t r e e t  r i g h t  of way. There were no 
pro te s t s ,  wr i t t en  or o r a l ,  On motion of Councilman 
DOW, Brown second, the City Council adopted i t s  Order 
abandoning a port ion of Sacramento S t r e e t  a t  the north- 
e a s t  corner of Sacramento and Tokay S t r e e t s .

On motion of Councilman DOVJ, -Walton second, the Ci ty  
Council adopted Resolution No. 2862 adopting the scale 
of preva i l ing  wages f o r  bui lding and construct ion 
trades.  

No bids had been received a t  opening t i m e  f o r  the sale 
of the houses a t  216 and 220 \Jest Elm Street i n  
response t o  adve r t i s ing  thereon; however, subsequently 
an o f f e r  had been received from R. B. Custer i n  the . 
amount of  $101 f o r  t he  house at 220 W e s t  Elm S t r ee t .  
Mr. Glaves recommended t h a t  the offer from M r .  Custer  
be accepted and t h a t  t he  staff be authorized to negoti-  
ate f o r  t he  sale of the house a t  216 W e s t  Elm. On 
motion o f  Councilman Culbertson, Walton second, the 
C i ty  Council  adopted Resolution No. 2863 awarding the  
house a t  220 VJest  E lm t o  Kr. C u s t e r  and authorizing 
the  C i ty  Manager t o  nego t i a t e  f o r  the removal of the  
house a t  216 West Elm, 

C i ty  Wanager Glaves recommended t h a t  the C i ty  proceed 
with abandonment of Pleasan t  Avenue between Elm and 
Pine S t r e e t  and p t t i o n s  of  the a l l e y s  abut t ing the 
street which would become a p a r t  of the  C iv ic  Center. 
On motion o f  Councilman DOIV, Culbertson second, the 
Ci ty  Council adopted Resolution No. 2864 s t a t i n g  i t s  
i n t e n t i o n  to abandon P leasan t  Avenue between E l m  and 
Pine S t r e e t s  and por t ions  o f  abu t t ing  a l l e y s  as recom-

The C i t y  Attorney s t a t e d  t h a t  the Armstrong property 
a t  302 W e s t  Elm S t r e e t  had been vacated, a s t i p u l a t i o n  
having been made by the  Superior Court f o r  possession 
by the City.  On motion of Councilman Culbertson, 
Brown second, the C i t y  Council approved spec i f i ca t ions  
for the  sale of the apartment bui lding a t  22035 West 
E l m  S t i e e t  and the house at  302 W e s t  E lm S t r e e t  and 
authorized c a l l i n g  for b ids  thereon. 

Mr. Glaves presented a deed for r i g h t  of way on the 
north 5ide of Lodi Avenue west of Lee Avenue from 
Rudolph F. Rockenhein. 
s t a t e s  that the  deed is being del ivered subject  t o  the 
following conditions:  There w i l l  be no c o s t  to 
Mr. Bodcenheim i n  connection with the  t r a n s f e r ;  and 
a t  the  time the street i s  widened the C i t y  w i l l  pay 
the c o s t  o f  i n s t a l l i n g  paving, c u b ,  gutter and side- 
w a l k ,  f o r  t h e  r e loca t ion  of the sp r ink le r  system, fo r  
establishment of a new grade f o r  the lawn or the con- 
s t r u c t i o n  of a r e t a i n i n g  w a l l  therefor ,  and f o r  the 
re loca t ion  of a sign. Mr. Glaves recommended t h a t  
the Council accept  the condi t ions and au’horize accept- 
ance of t he  deed. On motion of Councilrpan Brown, 
Dow second, the C i t y  Council approved the conditions 
for the acceptance of t h e  deed from Mr. Bockenhein 
and authorized acceptance of the  deed on behalf of 
the City.  

A let ter from MI. Bockenheim 

Mr, Glaves s t a t e d  the C i t y  would need t o  purchase two 
po l i ce  cars i n  the near f u t u r e  and t h a t  the Chief of 
Police w a s  request ing t h a t  the C i t y  puzchase the ca r s  
through the  Ca l i fo rn ia  Department of General Services. 
Legis la t ion passed seve ra l  years  ago enables a c i t y  
to m a k e  purchases through t h i s  department which has 
a l a r g e r  purchasing power than would be the case of 
some cities. The S t a t e  has  awarded the bid f o r  the 
purchase o f  Dodge 880 Pol i ce  Pur su i t  veh ic l e s  ordered 
to  r i g i d  State spec i f i ca t ions .  This is a superior ve- 
kkf9.e to I& normally purchased by the C i t y  and the 
p r i c e  is  q u i t e  comparable. Councilman Wditon s t a t e d  
t h i s  car w a s  one of t he  f i n e e t .  The only problem 
might be t h a t  i t  was b u i l t  f o r  c r o s s  country u s e  and 
might develop problems around the c i t y ;  however, he 
was i n  favor o f  t ry ing  these cars. Councilman Brown 
s a i d  the  Council should give the matter a l o t  of con- 
s i d e r a t i o n  before  deciding t o  purchase o u t  of town. 
Councilman Dow f e l t  the  C i t y  should purchase the c a r s  
t o  see how they work out. Mayor Kirs ten said l o c a l  
dea l e r s  haven’t made much p r o f i t  i n  s e l l i n g  cars to  
the C i t y  and s ince  the Police C h i e f  feels the cars 
purchased through the S t a t e  are superior ,  they should 
be tried, Councilman Culbertson stated that i n  dealing 
w i t h  t he  S t a t e  t he re  would be no t rade- ins  and t h i s  
should n o t  be ovetlooked. Mr. Glaves s a i d  the C i t y  
may be ab le  t o  t rade the cars for o the r  vehicles  o r  
se l l  them o u t r i g h t ,  On being asked by Councilman 
Walton t o  give an opinion, Pol ice  Lieutenant Cross, 
who w a s  in t he  audience, s a i d  t h a t  the Dodge Pursui t  
was designed fox police funct ions and t h a t  t rying them 
o u t  would show if they are practical for the  City.  
H e  s a i d  the  p r i c e  w a s  competit ive and the department 
no longer has  their cars serviced a t  the agency where 
purchased; they have found zhat having the caxs 
sezviced a t  one place is  more sa t i s f ac to ry .  
Brown s a i d  he would be wi l l ing  to go f o r  two cars.  I t  
was moved by Councilman llalton that t h e  purchase o f  
two po l i ce  cars through the S t a t e  Department of General

Se rv ices  be authorized. 
Councilman Dow and ca r r i ed .  Councilman Culber t son  
then moved the adoption of Resolu t ion  No, 3865 author-  
i z i n g  purchase of two Dodge 880 P o l i c e  P u r s u i t  v e h i c l e s  
by the  S t a t e  Department of General S e r v i c e s  on behal f  
of t he  C i t y  and that Fred C. Wilson, D i r e c t o r  of 
Finance, be au thor ized  t o  s i g n  the  a p p l i c a t i o n  and o the r  
documents i n  connection therewith.  The motion w a s  
seconded by Councilman l l a l ton  and c a r r i e d  by unanimous 
vote. 

H i s  motion w a s  seconded by 

Councilman Brown asked why Sacramento S t r e e t  a t  Tokay 
( a b u t t i n g  the Lieb ig  p rope r ty )  had n o t  been widened. 
Pk. Glaves said  he  would have  to check on t h e  matter. 

ADJOURNPENT 

There being no further bus iness ,  t h e  Council  adjourned 
at  8 5 5  p.m. on motion of Councilm-an Dow, Brown second.
