set t led sufficiently. M r .  Weller  pointed out  that 
this  would increase  the cos ts  to the subdivider s igni-  
ficantly but would a l so  significantly reduce  the cos ts  
reduce the costs  to the taxpayer .  He s ta ted  that the 
present cos t  of the road-mix su r face  i s  approximately 
6$ a squa re  foot, whereas  the penetrat ion t r ea tmen t  
cos ts  approximately 2{ a squa re  foot. The cost  of the 
plant-mix sur face ,  which would be deposited with the 
City, i s  approximately lo{ a squa re  foot. Mayor Ful le r  
and Councilman Robinson expres sed  themselves  in  
favor of the recommended specif icat ions,  stating that 
i t  was  a s tep  in  the r ight  direct ion.

STREET IMPROVEMENTS IN SUBDIVISIONS 

The subdivider shall install a t  his expense all the curbs and gut te rs  
required to provide proper  surface drainage for all  the s t r ee t s  within his 
subdivision. 
sions and to the l ines and grades  established by the City Engineer. 
between the curbs shall be brought to cor rec t  c ros s  section and grade a s  
established by the City Engineer, the low places being filled with approved 
imported mater ia l  and the excess mater ia l  excavated and disposed of by the 
subdivider. All g r a s s ,  sod, st icks,  and other deleterious mater ia l  shall be 
removed f rom the right-of-way.

The traveled way shall be compacted to a relative compaction of 
90% as determined by the impact o r  field method compaction tes t s  as specified 
in Section 6 ,  Article G, of the Standard Specifications, dated January,  1949, 
of the Division of Highways, Department of Public Works, State of California. 

After the traveled way has been prepared, as  outlined above, the 
subdivider shall t rea t  the -surface with SC-2 liquid asphalt  a t  the r a t e  
of 0 .

PLANT MIXED SURFACING 

After all  required a r e a s  have been treated as described above, 
but not sooner than i s  deemed advisable by the City Engineer,  a plant 
mixed surfacing shall be placed over all traveled a r e a s .  
shall have a two-inch compacted thickness.  

This surfacing 

Immediately before the new surface i s  applied sufficient mater ia l  
shall be removed adjacent to the gut te rs  to permi t  the proper  placing of 
the required amount of plant mixed surfacing. 

Before the plant mixed surfacing i s  spread, a p r ime  coat of SC-2 
liquid asphalt shall be applied to the a r e a  to be paved at a ra te  of approxi- 
mately 0. 15 gallonsjper square  yard. 

A Class  "D" seal coat shall be applied to the finished plant mixed 
surface.  

The surface preparation, p r ime  coat, plant mixed surfacing and 
sea l  coats shall comply with all the requirements of the following sections 
of the Standard Specifications r e fe r r ed  to above: 

P r i m e  Coat - Sections 28 and 64 
Plant Mixed Surfacing - Section 28 
Class  D Seal Coat - Section 23 
Liquid Asphalt - Section 64 
Paving Asphalt - Section 63 
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The grading of the minera l  aggregate in  the plant mixed s u r -  
facing and the grade and amount of asphalt  shall be determined by the 
City Engineer.

Resolu- 
tion No. 18 16, recommending the addition of the above 
s t r ee t s  to the ma jo r  s t r e e t  system, was adopted on the 
motion of Councilman Hughes. 

On the motion of Councilman Robinson, the Council 
voted to adopt R solution No. 1818, declaring i ts  
intention to a rkex  the "Hutchins Street  Additim" and 
setting July 21, 1954, as the date for the public hearing 
on the annexation. The City Clerk explained that the 
a r e a  included in the proposed annexation consisted of 
that portion of Hutchins Street  not included at the present  
time. No private proper ty  i s  included. 

Mr .  Weller read  a le t te r  f rom the State Department of 
Employment, which accompanied the executed l ease  
agreement  with the Department for the City-owned build- 
ing a t  the corner of Stockton and Locust S t ree ts ,  asking 
that the City Council again give consideration to the 
reduction of the ren t  for  the building at such t ime as 
i t s  cost  has been amortized. 
that the building was serving a public function and should 
be continued as such, but he felt  that the City should 
be fa i r ly  compensated for  the use  of the building. 
Councilman Robinson stated that he could see no reason  
why the City should be in any o ther  position than a 
private proper ty  owner.
