.This regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Lodi was
ca’led to order by the Mayor at 8:00 o'clock P.M. of Wednesday,
November 21, 1945, Councilmen . J. Coffield, ¥. E, Riggs, Harry

J. Tolliver, Otto A, Weihe and Robert H. Rinn,(Mayor) present,

none absant.

Also attending Glenn West, City Attorney, Clinton Henning, City EZng-
ineer, George D. Polenske, Fire Chief, C., 5, Jackson, Chief of
Police and Arvid . Pauly, Recreation Director.

¥inutes of the last mesting, held November 7th, were read, approved
as read and so endorsed by the Mayor.

Mr Earle Crandall, representing Lodi Coordinating Council read and

filed with the City Council, a group of resolutions adopted by that
dy relating to traffic conditions in Lodi:

(1) Recommending that the Police Department increase its supervision

of traffic at school crossings in all parts of the City and that the

City Council take such measures as might be necessary to provide an

adequate trained and qualified force in this Department.

(2) That existing traffic laws be examined and revisad.

(3) That the use of bicycles be regulated by ordinances and that a

system of licensing be adopted,

(L) That ¥alnut Street from Rose to Hutchins Streets be closed to

automobile traffic between the hours of 8 o'clock in the morning and

5 o'clock in the evening during school days.

{5) That a traffic school be inaugurated for traffic law violators.

Amy L. Boynton, Secretary of Lodi Coordinating Council presented a
resolution adopted by that Council , November 19th recommending
purchase by the City of the old Salem School Grounds now being
offered at public sale by the Trustees of Lodi School District.
Arvid O, Pauly of Lodi Recreation Commission presented a resolution
of that Commission alsc recommending that this parcel of land be
acquired by the City by either purchase or lease and also that it be
improved by the purchaseor for play ground purposes,

A resolution of Civitan Club of Lodi advocating that the City acquirs
the Salem School grounds and improve them for recreational purposes
was also presented by the Club’s Secretary.

Lodi Kiwanis Club, by lewter, urged that these grounds be acquired
and improved, citing that this Club had, at considerable expense and
labor installed a concrete wading pool on part of the property.

It being apparent that no decision in this matter could be reached
without further investigation, it was decided that the Board of
Trustees and a representative of the District Attorney's office be
invited to meet with the City Council at 7:30 P.M. of November 28th
for a public meeting to discuss all phases of this intended sale,

Hetail Merchants Bureau advised the City Council by let®er that it
had decided to abandon its program for holiday street decorating
owing to the late start it had made and withdrawing its application
for funds presented November 7ih.

Zngineer for investigation and report.

4n application of V, F. Kawmerer for permission to move a frame dwel-
ling from 815 So. Central avenue to 315 louie Avenue, (Lot 34,Froehnert
Subdiv.) was approved on motion of Councilman Weihe, Riggs second.

A oroposed " Disaster Preparedness # ordinance submitted by League of
California Cities was ordered submitted to the City Attorney for his

recormendations,

Appointment of a local chairmen for United Clothes Collection was refer-
red to the City Clerk with the direction that he ascertain from the
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last years sponsors, Lodi Lions Club, the possibility of some local service
Club taking up the collection of old clothing for foreign shipment,

The complaint of W, R, Woock, 539 Bast Lockeford Street, that he

JCOCK was being charged $9.CO per month for irrigating water that he
did not use was deferred for action owing to-the absence of John
A. Henning, Superintendont of Public Utilities,

“he City Planning Commission submitted reports and recommendations
as follows:

VATION 0il Company, now lessees of this land would allow it to be used
for auto and truck parking if the City would take out some of the
trees. The Council decided to look over the grounds and take
action, if any, later,
(5) an application from Spiros Stathatcs and wife for the rezoning
STATHATCS to commercial uses of that part of Block 1C, Mokelumne not now
PETITION so zoned, and of the intention of the Commission to proceed with
such rezoning was approved and the matter referred to the Commission
for initiative action.
(6} A recommendation that the ordinances governing parking of trucks
TRUCK on the streets be overhauled and amended. This recormendation
PARKING received the approval of the City Council after the Chief of Police
had endorsed its principals. -

with small shops on the ground floors.
