8'00 o'clock P. Y, of bnday,  June 1, 1338, Councilmen Clark, Grafflgna, 
Spooner, Weihe and Stee le  present ,  None absent, 

The mlnutes of the  last meeting held g a y  18, 1936 were read 
approved as read snd so indorsed by the  Mayor. 

b persorsappearlng at t h i s  time t h e  order  of publ lc  hear ings 
was passed and t h e  Council proceeded t o  hear commnlcatlons and reports .  

The report  of t h e  Chief of P o l h e  for the  month of Kay and t h s t  
of t h e  Poundmaster for the  same period were reeelved, read and ordered 
f lled. 

The Clerk presented t h e  repor t  of t h e  spec ia l  audi tor ,  A. P. 
Barrlson coverlng the  f lnanc la l  t ransac t lons  of t h e  City for the  perlod 
ending Sune 30, 1934. A t  t h e  order  of t h e  Mayor the  report was taken 
urrjer submlsslon for l a t e r  dlsposl t lon.  

Yr. Glenn West presented a Deed of G i f t  from L e w i s  T. Mason 
and Clara B, ?&son, his  n l f e ,  t o  certain lands lying on t h e  Eas te r ly  
and Northerly boundarles of t h e  lake property, and on motlon of Councll- 
man Clark, seconded by Councllman Grafflgna, the  Clerk w a s  d l rec ted  t o  
accept t h e  deed in the  a m  of t h e  Clty and f i l e  t h e  same wlth t h e  County 
Recorder, At t h i s  time Councilman H, ,So Clerk presented an o f f e r  from 
&. Mason to dispose of t h e  balance of his i n t e r e s t s  on t h e  South and 
West sldes of the lake for tie sum of $2,000-00. 
Mayor t h i s  offer was l a l d  over t o  be consldered ln executive session l e t e r  
In the  evening.
