Even I f  t h e  Clty of Ladl should u l t b t e l y  succeed in the  court  
proceedlngs r e s p e c t l a  t h e  power pro jec t  t h e  r e s u l t  would be to I n c r e s e  
m l c l p a l  expendltures thrsugh l o c a l  taxa t lon  and place upon the tax payers 
t h e  burden of t h e  bond lssue of $466,000, since such bond l s s u e  1s a general  
obligation upon a l l  of the  taxable  property wlthin t h e  c l t y .  

FroI;: t h e  polnt of view of t h e  Pac l f lc  Gas and E l e c t r i c  Cotrqany 
t h e  continuance of the l l t l g a t i o n  w i l l  also mean heavy expense and posslbly 
t h e  loss  of a deslrable  customer, that is, t h e  Clty of Lodl. h e n  lf
