follows : 

Section 1. Section 2 of Ordinance NO* 373 2s  txt-mnded 

by the  de le t ion  therefrom of the words "July 1, i948" and the  

subs t i t u t i on  therefor  of the  words "October 1, 1949". 
Section 2, Section 3 of Ordinance No. 373 is  amended 

by the  inse r t ion  of Sta t e  Section Nmbes 7057 between S ta te  

Section Wuniber 7056 and S t a t e  Section Hmber 7101. 

Section 3. This ordinance, inasmuch as it provides 

f o r  a tax levy for the  usual current  expenses of the City, 

shall ,  under the provisions of Section 1 of Art ic le  I V  of the 

Constitution, and under the  provisions of Section 861 ( d )  of 

the Ellunicipal Corporations Act (Statutes 1883, page 931, take 

e f f e c t  i m e  diately .
