
ORDINANCE NO. 949 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER THREE OF THE 
CODE O F  THE CITY OF LODI THEREBY ADDING SECTION 
3-  30 ENTITLED, "POLICE DOGS - - INTERFERENCE WITH:

The City Council of the City of Lodi does ordain  as follows: 

Section 1. Chapter 3 of the Code of the City of Lodi is hereby 

amended to add Section 3 - 3 0  to  r ead  in full as  follows: 

SECTION 3 - 3 0 .  

MISTREATMENT OF. 

POLICE DOGS - -  INTERFERENCE WITH: 

No p e r s o n  shal l  willfully o r  maliciously to r tu re ,  torment ,  

beat ,  kick,  s t r ike ,  mut i la te ,  injure,  disable,  or kil l  any 

dog used by the  Pol ice  Department of the  City of Lodi in 

the performance of the functions o r  duties of such Department, .  

or i n t e r fe re  with or meddle with any such dog while being used 

by sa id  Department o r  any member  thereof in  the performance 

of any of the functions or  duties of said Department or of such 

officer or member .  

Section 2. A l l  ordinances and par ts  of ordinances in conflict herewith 

a r e  repealed insofar  as such conflict may  exist. 

. Sec t ion~3 .  This  ordinance shal l  be published one t ime in the "Lodi 

News -Sentinel, a dai ly  newspaper of general  circulatinn printed and published 

b e  in force  and take effect th i r ty  days f r o m  and 

Approved this 5th d,ay of May, 1971.
