Municaipal Code. {See Exhibit "B" attached)

The attached application (Exhibit "A") has been received from Buddy Moats,
Lloyd D. Kuehne, and Larry Giglitto (American Classic Limousine Service) to
operate a limousine service within the City of Lodi. The application has been
reviewed and contains all information required under Section 5.24.210 of the
Lodi Municipal Code. Pursuant to the Code the City {lerk set this matter for
public hearing for the July I, 1987 Council meeting. The public hearing has
been advertised pursuant to law, and an affidavit of publication is on file in
the City Clerk's office. The applicants have been duly notified of the date
and time of the hearing.

The Lodi Municipal Code specifies that, at the time set for the hearing of the
application for a permit, the Council may examine the applicant and 2ll persons
interested in the matter set forth in the application and shall determine
whether or not the public interest, convenience and necessity require the
issuance of the permit applied for. If it is found by the Council that the
public interest, convenience and necessity require the issuance of the permit
applied for it shall, by resclution, order the City Clerk to -issue a permit.

The code further provides that, before a permit is issued by the City Clerk,
the applicant to whom a permit has been awarded by the City Council shall
deliver to the City Clerk a policy of insurance with the appropriate limits and
naming the City as additicnal insured. The applicants have indicated that they
are in the process of securing the required insurarce coverage.

It will also be necessary for the applicants to obtain driver permits from the
Chief of Police prior to being issued a permit to operate this service. The
applicants are aware of this requirement and have contacted the police
department regarding the processing of the required permits.

E. For the failure to maintain satisfac-
tory service to the publicb* means ofany
of the vehicles described in the permit or
for the failure to keep any car described
in the permit in use for a reasonable
length of time. or for the failure to use the
distinctive color, monogram of insignia
described in the application:

F. For any cause which in the opinion
of the council makes it contrary to the
public interest. convenience and neces-
sity for the permit 1o be continued. (Prior
code § 24-26)

5.24.270 One per person.

No person shall be entitled to hold
more than one permit at a time. eitheras
individual, member of copartnership.
stockholder or officer of a corporation. or
under any lictitious name. or otherwise.
{Prior code § 24-27)




5.24.280 Transferability.

No permit issued under the terms of
this article shall be transferable. either by
contract or operation of law. without the
peimission of the council having been
first obtained. and any such attempted
transfer shall be sufficient cause for
revocation thereof. (Prior code § 24-28)

Article V. Driver's Permit

5.24.290 Required.

It is unlawful for any driver to operate
any automobile for hire or taxicab in the
