NOW THEREFORE, BE I T  RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City 
of Lcdi  does hereby urge the support of Proposition 43 as  it addresses 
the serious shortfal l  i n  funding for local park and recreation projects 
and w i l l  provide a reliable funding source for California's future 
recreation needs.
