WHEREAS, the project proponent and applicant is Dale Gillespie Development, San

Joagquin Valley Land Company LLC, Lodi, CA, 85258; and

WHEREAS, the City Council did consider and certify the Environmental Impact Report:

(06-EIR-01) and adopted Findings and Statement of Overriding Considerations pursuant to’
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA); and

WHEREAS, the property has a General Plan designation of PRR (Planned Residential

Heserve); and

WHEREAS, the request is 1o change the General Plan designation of the property to

Planned Residential (PR) as amended, Office (Q), Neighborhood Community Commercial
{(N/CC); and

WHEREAS, the Planned Residential designation is proposed to be amended as follows:

FR Planned Residential:

This designation provides for single-family detached and attached homes, secondary
residential units, multifamily residential-units, parks, open space, detention basins, public
and quasi-public uses, and similar and compatible uses. Al development under this
designation shali be approved pursuant to a development plan, master plan, or specific
plan. New residential units within planned residential areas will strive 10 be developed.
according to a general policy goal of maintaining the following mix of residential densities:
65 percent low density; 10 percent medium density; and 25 percent high density. The
development plan and zoning for Planned Residential shall specify the allowable density for
residential development within any area designated Planned Residential. The average
residential density of a development plan, master plan, or specific plan will generally not
exceed 7.0 units per gross acre. This designation assumes an average of 2.60 persons per
household.

WHEREAS, all legal prerequisites to recommend the approval of this request have

ooourred; and

WHEREAS, based upon the evidence within the staff report and project file, the City

Council of the City of Lodi makes the following findings:

1.

An Environmental Impact Report (06-EIR-01) for this project was certified by City. Council.
Resolution No. 2006-162.

The required public hearing by the City Council was advertised in the Lodi News-Sentinel,
posted on the project site and mailed 1o all property owriers within 300 feet of the proposed:
project and to those individuals who have specifically requested notice related to thig
property.

it is found that the requested General Plan amendments do not conflict with adopted plans
or policies of the General Plan and will serve sound Planning practice. The proposed
amendments are consistent with the General Plan and its Housing Element. Specifically,
the proposed residential density is consistent with the planned residential reserved density
in the General Plan, which articipates that the residential density will generally not exceed
seven unils per gross acre, in addition, the office and commercial uses are compatible with
the residential uses in that they are designed, in part, 10 serve the residential by providing
services, goods, and employment nearby and they are designed consistent with New
Urbanisms principals of creating pedestrian-friendly self-sustaining communities.



4. The proposed design and improvement of the site is consistent with all applicable standards
adopted by the City in that the project, as conditioned, will conform to adopted standards
and improvements mandated by the City of Lodi Public Works Department Standards and
Specifications, Zening Ordinance as well as all other applicable standards.

5. The size, shape, and topography of the site is physically suitable for the mixed-use
development proposed in that the site is generally flat and is not within an identified natural
hazard area.

6. The site is suitable for the density proposed by the project in that the site can be served by
all public utiliies and has developed design solutions for storm water, traffic, and other
reguired infrastructure needs.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE 1T RESOLVED, DETERMINED, AND ORDERED, that the City
Council of the City of Lodi hereby approves the General Plan amendments shown below:

1. The General Plan maps for the property shall be as shown on Atfachment A hereto.
2. The definition of Planned Residential is hereby amended to read as foliows:
PR Planned Residential:

This designation provides for single-family detached and attached homes, secondary
residential units, multifamily residential units, parks, open space, detention basins, public.
and guasi-public uses, and similar and compatible uses. All development under this
designation shall be approved pursuant to a development plan, master plan, or specific
plan. New residential units within planned residential areas will strive to be developed.
according to a general policy goal of maintaining the following mix of residential densities!”
65 percent low density; 10 percent medium density; and 25 percent high density. The
development plan and zoning for Planned Residential shall specify the allowable density
for residential development within any area designated Planned Residential. The average
residential density of a development plan, master plan, or specific plan will generally not
exceed 7.0 units per gross acre. This designation assumes an average of 2.60 persons
per household.
