YYHBIIBBS, ADAM HOFP has f i l ed  a verified petition requesting the 
abandonment of that certain al ley dedicated t o  public use in  that 
certain deed dated November 19, 1918, executed by R,B,Q'Dell and 
P l o m c e  Q'Dell, h i s  mife, t o  Jacob Yanke  and recorded January 15, 
1919 i n  Book NA1l of Deeds, Vo1.355,p&ge 182, San Joaquin County 
Recocds, a copy of which petition is hereto annexed and made part  
hereof for  a l l  purposes; 

BE IT  RISEOLW3D, by t h i s  City Council of the City of Lodi that 
it is the intentian of said City Council that  said alley be abandoned 
i n  that the  same hais never been opened t o  public w e  nor is the use 
of the same essential i n  ths development of the lands WlJoining it 
nor is it ap essential means of ingress or egress t o  any of the lands 
appertaining thereto;

Joaquin, State of California, did adopt its Resolution of Intention No. 762 on Mon- 

day, the first day of April, 1935, wherein it was declared that said City Council in- 
tended to abandon that certain alley dedicated to public Use by deed from R. B. O'Dell 

and wife to Jacob Yanke dated November 19,1918, particularly described as follows: 

The northerly ten feet of the following tract of land, cqmmencing for the same 

on the intersection of the East line of Washington Avenue and the North line of Vine 

Street and running thence easterly on and along the said North line of Vine Street a 
distance of one hundred thirty feet, thence Northerly and parallel to the East line of 
Washington Avenue a distance of two hundred feet, thence weSterly and parallel to 
the North line Qf Vine Street a distance of one hundred thirty feet t9 the Wast line Qf 

Washington Avenue, thence southerly on and along said East line of Washington 

Avenue a distance of two hundred feet to the point of beginning, being a portion of 

Lot 37 of the Lodi Barnhart Tract.
